Agape - more focused on giving than receiving, high level love 
with deep emotion and meaning. Covenant and permanent. 
Doesn’t express love for a specific response - unconditional.  God 
kind of love. 
 
This is how we love - Agape style: 
Sacrificially, Materially, Verbally,                                 , Truthfully 
 
How we know we belong to Him: 
1-At              in His presence;  2- No condemnation; 
3-Answered prayer; 4-Keep his command (Believe and love one 
another); 5-God’s Spirit is in us.
